Accepted speakers will receive a 50% discount on the conference registration fee, will be expected to
participate in a recorded panel session at the end of the day on which they are speaking, and will need to
provide promptly a full written paper in English for the conference proceedings.

Papers may be jointly authored, but only one author may present the paper and receive the 50% discount.
